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Have you ever had to wait for something, something that 

was going to be absolutely amazing? Something to which 

you looked forward to with great anticipation? Perhaps it 

was a graduation, wedding, or birth of a child. Maybe it was 

a milestone birthday or anniversary or even retirement. 

When I was a kid, that was the level of anticipation I had as 

I looked forward to opening my 

presents on Christmas morning. 

That morning was the culmina-

tion of a long journey that had 

begun months earlier when I 

had written my Christmas wish 

list. Then I would watch as gifts 

were added under the tree. I 

would pick up each one, shak-

ing it just a little, trying to figure 

out what the package contained. 

Of course, all of these things 

were in anticipation of the mo-

ment when I could finally rip the 

paper and bows off in a frenzy 

before seeing my new toys and 

clothes. It was over in a flash, 

but it was an amazing few 

minutes.  

The waiting, however, was a drag. When I was in my 

younger teen years, I decided that waiting was for the 

birds. Who wanted to spend weeks wondering what was 

going to be under the tree? I devised a plan to subvert the 

entire waiting process. I simply found where my mother 

had (poorly) hidden my gifts until she could wrap them. I 

opened the bags that were stuffed in the back of her closet 

and discovered that some of my hopes were coming to 

fruition: Among other things, I was getting new Jordache 

jeans and a couple of Izod shirts. It was the 80s, after all. 

After the big reveal, I carefully put everything back as I had 

found it and let my feelings of euphoria carry me through a 

couple of days. But I still had weeks left until Christmas 

morning. What was I supposed to do until then? I couldnôt 

wear my new Jordache jeans. I couldnôt let on that I knew 

anything about them. Eventually, I was miserable. There 

would be no surprises on Christmas morning, because I 

had decided to skip over the act of waiting. I desperately 

wished I could unsee the gifts, but that, of course, was  

impossible.  

I learned a good lesson that year: Enjoying the journey to-

ward a big event can be a tremendously meaningful part of 

the event. 

Thatôs true for Christmas, but itôs es-

pecially true for the season of Lent, 

which leads to the holiest day of the 

church year: Easter. Celebrating the 

resurrection of Jesus brings immense 

joy, but that joy is increased when 

youôve used the weeks before to ex-

amine your life and reflect on your 

relationship with God. Your joy is 

deepened when you realize how much 

you need Jesus and understand what 

he did for us all. 

From Ash Wednesday on Feb. 14 to 

the glorious morning of Easter on April 

1, we will have many opportunities to 

worship, study, reflect and serve. De-

tails on these events appear inside, 

and I want to encourage you to partici-

pate fully in the journey of Lent.  

Iôm excited about our sermon series, which is called      

Rehab: A Journey to Wholeness. ñRehabò has many con-

notations in our world, from recovery from addiction to 

healing after an injury or surgery. We all need rehab in 

some fashion, because we are all broken by sin. But the 

good news of Jesus reminds us that we havenôt been left in 

our brokenness; there is one who offers healing and hope. 

We can be made whole. 

The Lenten road has its challenges, but donôt circumvent 

the process. Easter is a destination well worth the wait.
